Early pens were manufactured from Vulcanite (hard rubber) and were generally identified by a number stamped on the nib or at the end of the barrel.
The method of filling was with an eyedropper directly into the barrel after removing the nib and feed.  The finishes were smooth or with chased lines gold bands were added at both ends of the barrel on the more expensive pens

No Model # Reagan-Gorbachev Desk Set - The Desk Sets were created to commemorate the historic 1985 Geneva Summit for presentation to Mikhail Gorbachev, General Secretary of the Communist Party for the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, by Ronald Reagan, President of the United States of America, and as a memento for the President's personal use. The theme of the gifts, "Peace Through Communications," was selected in honor of the 10th anniversary of the Apollo-Soyuz Space Mission. The technology used to craft The Desk Sets included anodizing the colored titanium bases with niobium to reproduce the view of Earth as seen from outer space. The glass, of highest optical quality, was prepared and finished with the same techniques used to make the windows on the space shuttles. Crystal etched on the surface of the glass is the Flags of Friendship symbol from the Apollo-Soyuz Space Mission, and the signatures of President Reagan & Party Secretary Gorbachev. Engraved on the front of the frame is the following: Peace Through Communications, 19 November 1985, Geneva Switzerland. The writing instruments are electro-plated gold Premier models in rollerball and fountain pen modes. The custom Desk box was created by Panoramic. A light gray interior and “Presidential” dark blue exterior were chosen to complement the basic desk base colors. Commemorative leaflet describing the theme and materials for the set is enclosed. 4 models were produced. (One set received in Archives from Public Relations on 12/19/85. This set was on display in
